STUDENT BURSARY PROGRAM

The East Algoma Community Futures Development Corporation is a federally supported not-for-profit Community Futures Development Corporation (CFDC), governed by volunteers in partnership with FedNor to help develop and diversify the local economy through community strategic planning, business counselling, and investment in small business.  

Each year, the CFDC provides financial assistance to graduating students from local high schools that plan on continuing their education in Colleges or through apprenticeship programs.

Eligibility

· Applicant must be a graduating student who plans to further their education through attendance at a College or through an apprenticeship program.

· Applicant shows steady improvement and personal growth and may have given leadership and carried on community work of high quality.

Ground Rules

· Only one completed application form, one copy of the applicant’s school transcript and one essay are required from each eligible applicant.

· The typed essay must be at least 250 words in length and will be titled “My Life and Future Plans”.

· Any or all bursaries may not be granted during any given year.

· The successful applicant will submit their invoice/bills from the institution of their choice before payment of the bursary will be awarded.

· Applications will be reviewed by a committee of the Board of Directors of the CFDC with the understanding that 25% of grading will count for Section A (scholastic standing) ( i,ii), 50% for Section B (community activities)  ( i,ii,iii,iv,v)  and 25% for Section C (essay).

· The bursary may be held for up to one year should the successful applicant need further time to prepare for their education plans.
